Bold Public Bearing ui :Incftasing sebool Facilities Fees for Bew Construction 
(Mr. Edmunds) 

On June S, 1989, the Board authorized an increase in school facilities fees levied 
pursuant to Govermrent COde Section 53080, of 3¢ per square foot on new residential 
construction and 1¢ per square foot on new commercial/industrial construction. 
Under normal circumstances there is a 60-day waiting period for this fee increase to 
90 into effect. Because of the potentially severe financial i!li>act of the loss of 
revenue that could occur if fees were not increased, the Board enacted urgency 
Interim Resolution No. 89/32 to increase the fees. 'ltlis resolution has an 
effective period of 30 days, and will therefore expire on July S, 1989.

Bold Public Bearing on Increasing School Facilities Fees for Bew construction 
(Cont'd) 

'.lhe purpose of this public hearing is to receive input and testimony on levying 
school facilities fees as proposed in Resolution No. 90/02, which would adjust the 
fee for new residential construction from $1.53 per square foot to $1.56 per square 
foot, and which would also adjust the fee for new commercial/industrial construction 
from 25¢ per square foot to 26¢ per square foot. Resolution No. 90/02 will become 
effective July 6, 1989, and expires 30 days thereafter. Inasmch as the District is 
required to provide local matching funds to the State equal to the maximum allowable 
fee, and inasmuch as the District's General :Fund would have to pay the difference 
between the existing fee and the increased fee, Resolution No. 90/02 contains 
urgency findings. 

President White should formally open and close the public hearing on this matter.

c. Consider .Adapting Urgency Interia llesolution 190/02, Increasing the Mount. of 
School Facilities Pees to be Levied on Rev O:>nst.ruction (Mr. Edmunds) 
(Time Limit 3 Minutes) 

On June 5, 1989, the Board authorized an increase in school facilities fees from 
$1.53 per square foot to $1.56 per square foot for new residential construction, 
and from 25¢ per square foot to 26¢ per square foot for new 
commercial/industrial construction. '.Ibis fee increase was put into effect by 
Urgency Interim Resolution No. 89/32, which has an effective period of 30 days 
and therefore expires on July 5, 1989. '!he District must provide a local 
matching contribution to the State equal to the maximum fee that can be 
collected pursuant to Government Code Section 53080. Without increasing fees, 
the District could suffer significant financial loss resulting from paying the 
fee increment from its General Fund. Additio~lly, during the past five years, 
the District has spent over $4 million of General Fllnd and developer fee revenue 
which was not allocated through the State Building Program. Any additional loss 
of revenues that may result from not assessing the maximum allowable school 
facilities fee will create a drain on District resources that will lessen the 
District's ability to provide adequate education services. In order to prevent 
this potential loss of revenue, the Board may enact an urgency resolution to 
increase school facilities fees effective July 6, 1989. In so doing, the Board 
must find that the inability to collect fees during the period in question would 
pose an immediate threat to the public health, welfare and safety. This finding 
can be made on the basis of the financial information provided above. 

Administration recommends the Board adopt Urgency Interim Resolution 190/02 
Increasins the Amount of School Facilities Fees to be Levied on New 
Construction. 
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r* D. Approve 1989/90 School Level Consolidated AH>licat.ion Plans for Mission and 
Jurupa Riddle Schools (Ms. Roberts) 
(Time Limit 3 Minutes) 

This year, both middle schools received School Improvement Planning funds from 
the State Department of Education. Jurupa Middle school received $29 ,816 and 
Mission Middle School received $27 ,452. The purpose of these funds is to assist 
schools in developing pr03rams consistent with the quality criteria approved by 
the california State Department of E:'lucation. Next year, both schools expect to 
receive approximately the same level of funding. 

As reported at the June 5 Board meeting, the 1989-90 plans were developed by 
principals, school staffs and members of school Site Councils. 

Board members have been provided with copies of the plans for review. 

Administration recommends that the Board approve the 1989-90 SChool Inprovement 
plans for Jurupa and Mission Middle schools. 

* B. Adopt Resolution f90/03, In Bupport of Improved Funding for Bose-to-School 
(Time Limit 3 Minutes} (Mr. Edmunds) 

'1.1le Board is well aware that there is a considerable shortfall in funding 
provided for home-to-school transportation, as compared to annual expenditures. 
'J.1lis discrepancy grow·s greater each year. In 1989/90 it is anticipated that the 
District will expend over $540,000 of General :rund iooney to transport students. 

'lbere are currently three bills pending which would provide improved funding for 
transportation and/or bus replacement. AB 300 (campbell) would establish a new, 
more equitable funding formula for school transportation funding. 1\13 824 
(Bader) would place a $100 million bond act for school bus replacement on the 
June, 1990 election ballot. -Al2- ...J.9.i8 '.XSJ.lep would provide additional funding 
for school bus fleet expansion in growing school districts. 

'11le Riverside County Advocacy ASsociation {BCAA) is lobbying in favor of these 
bills on behalf of its member districts. They are using a short video that was 
prepared by Superintendent Dale BOlmes and the County Office of Education to 
convey BCAA' s concerns in Sacramento. This short 3-minute video may be of 
interest to Board members, as part of it was filmed using the District's buses 
and transportation yard as background. If Board members would like to see the 
video, we can arrange to show it at the July 17, 1989 Board Meeting, or Board 
Members may take a copy home fOr individual viewing. Administration recommends 
the Board adopt Resolution No. 90/03 In Support of Improved Funding for Home-to­
SChool Transportation.

2. Award Legal Bid i89/27L, Re-roofing at Pacific Avenue Elementary and Rubidoux 
High Schools 

Specifications for re-roofing at Pacific Avenue Elementary and Rubidoux High 
schools were developed by the District Maintenance Department with consultation 
from representatives of Resin Technology Company. Advertisements inviting bids 
were published in the Riverside Press Enterprise on June 8 and 15, 1989. 
Specifications call for polyurethane foam roofing on the F.a.stern half of 
Building "B" and all of Building "C" at Rubidoux High School; and the entire 
roof over a:>oms 4 , 5, and 6 at Pacific Avenue Elementary School. A mandatory 
job walk was held at 9: 00 a.m. on Tuesday, June 20, 1989. '!be job walk was 
conducted by Bill Elzig, Senior Building Inspector, and Phil Wilkeson, Director 
of Purchasing. Also in attendance were eleven potential bidders and two 
representatives from Resin Technology Company. 

During the job walk, a number of "soft spots n were discovered on the roofs of 
Buildings "B" and "C" at Rubidoux High School which indicated a need to replace 
some of the substratum, a mater ia.l called fesco. An addendum to the bid was 
issued requiring bidders to quote a per square foot price on replacing this 
material. Actual quantity to be replaced will be determined at the time of the 
re-roofing job via inspection and verification. The addendum also called for 
bidders to include bids for new roofs over Rooms 1, 2, 3, 7, 8, and 9 at Pacific 
Avenue Elementary School. These quotes were requested as potential additions to 
the project if additional funds became available.

RESOLUTION NO. 90/02 

AN URGENCY RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION 
OF THE JURUPA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT INCREASING 
THE AMOUNT OF SCHOOL FACILITIES FEES TO BE 
LEVIED ON NEW CONSTRUCTION 

WHEREAS, the State Legislature, in Government Code 

Sections 53080 et seq., has established a school fee program which, 

in practical effect, requires this Board of Education to levy fees 

against all new residential, commercial and industrial development 

projects within the District for the purpose of funding the 

construction and reconstruction of school facilities; and 

WHEREAS, this Board has previously undertaken a 

comprehensive study of the District's school facilities, the 

amount of development occurring within the District's boundaries, 
. 

the pupils generated by such development, and the costs of 

constructing permanent and relocatable facilities to meet the 

pupil needs generated by such new development; and, 

WHEREAS, based upon that study and information and 

testimony presented to us, this Board levied a fee against all new 

residential, commercial and industrial development in the amounts 

of $1.53 and $0.25 per square foot of covered or enclosed space, 

respectively; and 

WHEREAS, Government Code Section 65995 requires the 

State Allocation Board at i~s January meeting to annually increase 

the maximum amount of school fees which may be levied under the 

State's school fee program according to the adjustment for 

inflation set forth in the state-wide cost index for Class B 

construction; and 

llEARIUG SESSION 



WHEREAS, the State Allocation Board has made the 

determination that based upon the 1989 adjustment in the state­

wide cost index for Class B construction, the maximum amount of 

school fees which may be levied pursuant to Government Code 

Section 53080 should be increased to $1.56 per square foot of 

habitable space for residential development and $0.26 per square 

foot of covered or enclosed space for commercial and industrial 

development; and 

WHEREAS, notwithstanding this District's continuing levy 

of school fees, this District's school facilities continue to be 

overcrowded and our educational programs seriously impacted by 

increasing student population caused by new residential, 

commercial and industrial development; and 

WHEREAS, this Board has again undertaken a comprehensive 

study of the District's school facilities, the pupils generated by 

new residential, commercial and industrial development within the 

District and the costs associated with constructing permanent and 

relocatable school facilities to meet the pupil needs generated by 

such new development and, based upon that study, determined that 

the actual costs of providing school facilities at all grade 

levels for new construction· exceeds the maximum amount of fees 

which, by law, this District may levy; and 

WHEREAS, the District's comprehensive report justifies 

the District's impositio~ of school fees on commercial and 

industrial development by analyzing specific categories of 

commercial and industrial development, all of which were 

determined to impact this District's facilities based upon the 
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square footage of the development, the anticipated number of 

employees and the number of new students generated by such 

employees; and 

WHEREAS, this Board deems it to be in the best interest 

of the students, teachers, parents and electorate of this District 

that the District increase its school facilities fee by $.03 to 

$1.56 for residential development and by $.01 to $0.26 for 

commercial and industrial development, the maximum allowed by 

State law; and 

WHEREAS, enactment of this fee increase has been 

reviewed by the District's Board and staff under the California 

Environmental Quality Act; and 

WHEREAS, District staff has completed a preliminary 

exemption assessment, attached hereto as Exhibit "A," and has 

determined that it can be seen with certainty that there is no 

possibility that the imposition of this increased fee may have 

a significant adverse impact upon the environment; and 

WHEREAS, no city or county may issue a building permit 

for any new residential, commercial and industrial development 

within this District without a certification by this District of 

compliance with the Government Code's School fee requirements; 

and 

WHEREAS, the appropriate land use jurisdictions will be 

notified of this necessary change in school fee calculations and 

will be requested to continue to work with the District to assure 

that the school fee program benefits the residents and students of 

our community; and 
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WHEREAS, this District, for the ten days prior to its 

public meeting, has made available to the public, data indicating 

the estimated cost required to provide the service for which this 

fee is levied and the revenue sources anticipated to provide the 

service, mailed notice at least fourteen days prior to this 

meeting to all interested parties who have requested notice of the 

District fee increases, and held a duly noticed, regularly 

scheduled public meeting at which oral and written testimony was 

received regarding the proposed fees;-

WHEREAS, this Board further finds and determines that 

without an increase of the maximum amount of school fees which may 

be levied under the State's school fee program adverse impacts 

upon the health, safety and welfare of the students, teachers, 

parents, electorate and public, in general, could result due to 

the fact that the District's school facilities are now overcrowded 

and our educational programs are being seriously impacted by the 

continuing increase in student population caused by the new 

residential, commercial and industrial construction within this 

District; and 

WHEREAS, California Government Code Section 65962(c) 

allows this legislative body to adopt urgency measures as interim 

authorizations for this increase in the school facilities for this 

increase in the school facilities fee to protect the public 

health, welfare and safety, if such resolution is enacted by a 

4/5th vote of this legislative body, and if such resolution 

contains findings describing the current and immediate threat 
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to the public health, welfare and safety perceived by the Board to 

exist in the absence of such interim resolution; and 

WHEREAS, this Board deems it to be in the best interest 

of the students, teachers, parents, electorate and public, in 

general, of this District that this urgency resolution as part of 

the school facilities fee increase be enacted in order to avoid a 

hiatus in the fee collection during the 60 day period in which a 

resolution permanently adopting an increase in school fees is 

effective. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Education 

of the Jurupa Unified School District as follows: 

SECTION 1. Pursuant to California Government Code 

Section 53080, this Board hereby increases the amount of school 

fees it levies against all new residential development by the 

amount of $.03 per square foot of habitable space, and against all 

new commercial and industrial development by the amount of $.01 

per square foot of covered or enclosed space. 

SECTION 2. This Board hereby finds, based upon the study 

it has undertaken and the information and testimony presented to it, 

that the amount of the fee increase for residential, commercial 

and industrial development bears a reasonable relationship and is 

limited to the needs of the community for school facilities and is 

reasonably related and limited to the need for schools caused by 

such new development, and that this District's increased fee is 

the estimated reasonable cost of providing adequate school facilities 

for existing and future students generated by that development. 
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SECTION 3. Based upon the data and testimony provided 

to this Board demonstrating that new development within District 

boundaries impacts upon its school facilities, this Board hereby 

determines that there is a reasonable relationship between the use 

of the fee for constructing new schools and the residential, 

commercial and industrial development project upon which the fee 

is levied and that a reasonable relationship exists between the 

need for new school facilities and such residential, commercial 

and industrial development. 

SECTION 4. District sta~f is hereby directed to file a 

notice of exemption pursuant to the District's Guidelines for 

Implementation of the California Environmental Quality Act with 

the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors of the County of Riverside 

within five (5) working days of the date this resolution is 

adopted. The notice of exemption shall have a certificate of 

determination attached to it in the form of the preliminary 

exemption assessment hereto. 

SECTION 5. District staff is hereby instructed to work 

with the appropriate land use jurisdictions to ensure compliance 

with California Government Code Section 53080 which provides that 

no city or county may issue a building permit for any development 

project within this District without certification by this 

District of compliance by that development project with the fee 

requirements of this resolution. 

SECTION 6. District staff is hereby instructed to 

transmit certified copies of this resolution to all appropriate 
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land use jurisdictions issuing building permits within the District to inform 

each of them of the District's increased fees for residential, commercial 

and industrial development. 

SECTION 7. The provisions of this resolution shall become effective 

July 6, 1989.

The Assistant Superintendent Curriculum, Instruction and Assessment 
stated that Mr. Jim Taylor, Director of Elementary Education 
Operations, is in charge of elementary summer school. 608 children 
enrolled and 470 reported on the first day, June 26. Programs are 
being held at Van Buren and West Riverside Schools. 799 students are 
enrolled at Rubidoux High School: 76 Special Day Class students, 24 
seventh graders and 29 eighth graders who were not promoted, 26 
twelfth graders needing to make up classes for graduation, and 644 
students for regular education. A total of 1269 students attended 
the first day of summer school. The Director of Elementary Education 
Operations added that this year's enrollment has increased more than 
100 students at the elementary level and the program has been 
expanded from K-3 to K-5 students. 

President White noted that the public verbal comments section is an 
opportunity for the community to address the Board. Comments should 
be brief and concise, and refrain from discussion personnel in the 
district. 

Gerald Adair, parent, distributed a document which he referred to as 
a public notice of a potential law suit. Mr. Adair noted that over 
250 students attended the Jurupa Middle School dance at Club Metro.
