The Consolidated Application is a request for funds for six categorical aid programs. Part |
was approved by the Board June 6, 1994, and submitted to the State Department of
Education. In Part il of the Consolidated Application, the total funding for consolidated
application programs, including carryover for 1994/95, is $3,241,341. A copy of Part Il of the
Consolidated Application is included in the supporting documents for Board members.

The programs covered by state funding include School Improvement, $309,306; Economic
Impact Aid, $623,815 (primarily usec to supplement the bilingual program); Tenth Grade
Counseling, $35,152 (funds are allocated to Jurupa Valley and Rubidoux High Schools to
provide extra counseling to tenth grade students to determine whether they are making
satisfactory progress toward meeting graduation requirements); and Professional
Development, $60,260 (funds are allocated to Jurupa Valley, Rubidoux and Nueva Vista High
Schools to provide staff development).

Two federal programs are included in the application. The Chapter 1 program is designed to
provide supplemental funds for underachieving students at schools with a high concentration of
poverty. The 1994/95 allocation for Chapter 1 is $1,523,739. ESEA Chapter 2 is a block
grant encompassing 29 former federally funded programs. Districts may determine their
priorities for the use of these funds for one or more of these purposes. For 1994/95, the district
is %ontinuing to support the library programs and elementary counseling services in the amount
of $89,069.

Part Il of the Consolidated Application also contains the allocations by site and the Limited-
English Proficient (LEP) Staffing Plan Annual Report. School level plans, which were
submitted to the Board last June, describe how these funds will be spent. Any new funds
received for this year must be used for the purposes described in each school's plan or
changes in priorities must be amended and approved by the School Site Council and
submitted to the district categorical projects administrator.

The District's plan to balance the 1994/95 Budget and provide on-going savings includes
utilization of conservation measures to reduce utility bills. Administration has been exploring a
number of alternatives, including discussions with representatives of Southern California
Edison (SCE) to reduce consumption of electricity.

Cycling Program

One of the programs offered by SCE is called the Air Conditioner Cycling Program. This
program entails the installation, at no charge, of a cycling device on air conditioning units that
is activated by a radio signal. In times of peak demand during the summer months, SCE may
activate this unit to reduce the amount of time the air conditioner is operating. The device may
be activated for four months out of the year, June through September, for no more than 15
days and no more than six hours (from 12:00 p.m. to 6 p.m.) on any day. When the cycling
device is activated, the air conditioning unit will cycle on for 30-minutes and off for 30-minutes,
alternately. ‘

In exchange for the capability to reduce demand during peak times, SCE offers a substantial
credit on summer electric bills. It is estimated that by participating in the cycling program, the
District could save $80,000 yearly on electric bills. .

While participation in the program permits activation of cycling units for no more than 15-days
a year, during the last four years, SCE reports that the cycling units have been activated only
once. Administration has contacted several school districts that have participated in the Air
Conditioner Cycling Program, including: Yucaipa-Calimesa, Fontana, and San Jacinto. ' These
districts have reported a high level of satisfaction with the program. There have been no
instances of great inconvenience, and the districts have realized considerable savings in their
electric bills. : :

Authorize Purchase of Furniture for Rubidoux High School Modernization (Mr. Edmunds)

Rubidoux High School needs to purchase classroom furniture to be paid for from the state-
funded furniture and equipment allocation of the modernization project. Principal Don Vail has
submitted a requisition, listing the necessary furniture, to the purchasing department.
Purchasing has reviewed the request and completed an analysis comparing the requirements
to various bids approved by OLA for statewide participation.

Public Contract Codes allow for school districts to participate in other districts' bids if the
Governing Board determines it to be in the best interest of the District.

We have an opportunity to purchase the Rubidoux High School furniture on a Moreno Valley
Unified School District bid that is based on January 1993 bid prices. The bid has OLA
M/W/DVBE approval; however, it is scheduled to expire next month. Purchasing estimates we
can save approximately $3,000.00 by piggy backing on this older bid. :

Implementation of Proposition 1 ~ (Mrs. Roberts)

Proposition 187 was approved by the voters on November 8, 1994. This Proposmon adds

ssection 48215 to the Education Code, which prohibits school districts from permitting

attendance of any child who is not a citizen of the United States, or otherwise legally
admitted to the United States. Among other things, the Proposition requires that school
districts verify the legal status of enrolling students, starting January 1, 1995. Another

portion of the law also requires verification of the legal status of each child already enrolled

and the parents by January 1, 1996.

School dlstrlcts have been advised by the State Department of Education that a temporary
restraining order has been issued enjoining the implementation of the school-related
provisions of Proposition 187. The court order requires that the State Superintendent of
Public Instruction instruct each school district to comply with the terms of the temporary

restraining order. [nformation only.

Education Code #48915 requires that when a school principal determines that expulsion is
mappropnate for specific student discipline violations, the principal will report in writing to
the Governing Board.

The Assistant Superintendent Business Services reported that he investigated and
discussed with other school districts concerning the Riverside County Pool
Program. The district currently has their JPA administrated by Keenan &
Associates, as well as their Workmans' Compensation program. His detailed
analysis indicated that Industrial Indemnity offered the most coverage for the
district at the lowest premium. '
