c. Accept Donations (Mr. Duchon)
All donations are given to Jurupa Unified School District with the request that the money or

item be used at the designated school.

Through an Edison International employee/employer contribution program, an employee
asking to remain anonymous wishes to donate $75.00. Edison International wishes to
donate $75.00 as the employer's matched contribution. All funds will be used to purchase
instructional materials for Sunnyslope Elementary School.

3. Administrative Reports and Written Communications

a. Hear Progress Report of Future Middle School No. 4 (Mr. Bowers)
On June 4, 2001, the Board of Education appointed two Board members, Carolyn Adams
and Sam Knight, to serve on an Ad Hoc Middle School No. 4 Design Advisory Committee.
Additional committee members include: Rollin Edmunds, Elliott Duchon, Dr. DeWayne
Mason, Garry Packham, Bill Elzig, Roberta Pace, Pam Newton, and Greg Bowers. The
Design Advisory Committee has met several times with the Architect, Perkins & Will, to
discuss and develop the educational specifications, programming, and schematic design. In
addition, District Staff is currently pursuing environmental studies and site acquisition.
District Staff, along with the assistance of the Architect, are present to provide information
to the Board of Education and the community on the progress of the future Jurupa Unified
School District Middle School No. 4; and to discuss the current status of site acquisition,
project design, and plan development. |nformation only.




b. Develop Process for Naming Third High School (Mr. Edmunds)
At the September 3, 2002 meeting, there was discussion about naming the third high
school. Board members suggested possible names as well as indicating an interest for
including community input on the name. There are several alternatives the Board may wish
to consider for naming the third high school: (1) select a name without any additional input
from the community; (2) select a name with input from a variety of organizations, such as
the Bond Oversight Committee for Measure C, the PTA, and School Site Councils; (3) an
open process for community members to suggest names, and (4) the Board selects two to
three names and allows community input from organizations listed above to make a final
selection. There are several possible names that have been suggested for the third high
school:

Barranca High School De Anza High School Mission High School
Camino Real High School  Glen Avon High School  Rancho Jurupa High School

The Board may wish to discuss other possible names as well as a process by which to
make a final selection. Information only.

c. Hear Report on Guidance Coordinator Program (Mr. Edmunds)
At the August 5 Board meeting, Administration presented a report on the Guidance
Coordinator program. In subsequent discussion, Board members raised several questions.
In order to address these issues, Administrators will ensure the following:

o Guidance Coordinators will monitor the academic progress of students and provide counseling
with respect to college and/or vocational goals.

e Counseling and interventions will be well documented and easily accessible.

e Students have been surveyed to assess their perceptions of the Guidance Coordinator program.

e Communication will be improved so that all students are aware of the Guidance program and
who their Guidance Coordinator is.

e Additional and more effective counseling will be provided.

d. Consider Nominations for 2002 Election of Members to the Riverside County Committee on
. School District Organization (Mr. Edmunds)
Pursuant to Education Code Section 4005, the annual election of the Riverside County
Committee on School District Organization is being called. The election will be held during
a regular meeting of the Riverside County School Boards Association on Tuesday, October
29, 2002 at the Riverside Convention Center at 5:30 p.m. This year, there are vacancies in
the 2" and 5™ Supervisorial districts and there is one “member-at-large” vacancy. Those
whose terms expire in 2002 are Mr. David Kason, Second Supervisorial District, Mr. Barry
Busch, Fifth Supervisorial District, and Ms. Joan Hollingsworth, Member-at-Large.
Governing boards may recommend candidates for any of the vacancies; however, the
candidate must live in the supervisorial district in which the vacancy is located. The
member-at-large may live in any of the five supervisorial districts. Nominations are due
before October 7, 2002. The Board may wish to nominate up to three (3) candidates for
the 2" and 5" Supervisorial districts and one “member-at-large” vacancy.

Requirements (Dr. Mason)
At the September 3, 2002 Board meeting, Board Policy 6600, Adult Education Graduation
Reguirements, was presented for approval. This policy aligns the Adult Education program
with our recently adopted high school graduation requirements and with other district high
schools. A copy of the policy is included in the supporting documents. [t is recommended
that the Board adopt at second reading revised Board Policy 6600, Adult Education
Graduation Requirements, to align the Adult Education program with the recently adopted
high school graduation requirements policy and with other district high schools.

9. Approve Out-Of-State Travel Request from Rubidoux High School (Dr. Mason)
Ms. Diane Parker, Rubidoux High School teacher, is requesting approval to travel to
Louisville, Kentucky on Wednesday, October 30 through Saturday, November 2, 2002 to
attend the FFA National Convention. The cost is paid through Il/USP funds, travel will
be by air flight, and lodging is arranged through the National FFA organization. A copy of
the Travel Request is included in the supporting documents. It is recommended that the
Board approve Out-Of-State Travel Request for Ms. Diane Parker to travel to Louisville,
Kentucky October 30 through November 2, 2002 to attend the FFA National Convention.

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B. Approve Actual Revenue and Expenditures for 2001/02 (Mr. Duchon)

Part of the process required for the preparation of the 2002/03 budget involved estimating what
the total revenue and expenditures would be for 2001/02. This estimate resulted in a projected
Ending Balance for 2001/02, which became the Beginning Balance for 2002/03, an important
component in budget development. The estimated figures were shown on the SACS 2002-
Form 01 budget document, which the Board approved on June 17, 2002.

The 2001/02 fiscal year is now over and all of the actual revenue and expenditure amounts are
available. These figures, referred to as the 2001/02 Unaudited Actuals, are included in the
supporting documents. The major differences between the budget estimates and the
unaudited actuals are as follows:

Revenue

Estimated 132,391,670
Actual 131,939,555
Difference (452,115)

The difference is comprised of increases in Revenue Limit funding, Lottery, Special Education
funding and adjustments in Categorical funding ($307,885); offset by the transfer of Class Size
Reduction Facilities Funding ($760,000) from State Revenue to Sources (Contributions) in the
Unrestricted Fund. When the District was notified by the State that we were going to be
reimbursed $760,000 for the Class Size Reduction portables purchased in 2000/01 it was
thought that this money would come directly into the Unrestricted General Fund as State
Revenue; however, the State sent it as Restricted funding and we had to transfer it to the
Unrestricted Fund as a Source (Contribution.)

Expenditures Plus Other Sources and Uses

Estimated 132,378,498

Actual 130,788,720
Difference 1,589,778

Overall expenditures were decreased by $1,589,778. The difference is comprised of
increased expenditures for the Classified Bargaining Units retroactive salary agreement and
the transfer of Class Size Reduction Facilities Funding to Sources (Contributions) offset by
lower than anticipated expenditures for School Operation Allocation, Donations, Governor's
Performance Grants and Categorical Programs. Balances remaining for School Operation
Allocations, Donations, Site Grants, Governor's Performance Grants, and Categorical
Programs are carried over to be expended in 2002/03.

The changes discussed above result in an increase in the Total Ending Balance of $1,137,663.
The unrestricted portion of the Ending Balance increased $431,183. This reflects an increase
of $118,427 in the carryover balances along with an increase of $312,755 to the Unrestricted
Reserve. The restricted portion of the Ending Balance increased by $706,481 and offsetting
expenditures have been adjusted.

Administration recommends that the Certification of the Actual Revenue and Expenditures be
approved by the Board and that the SACS 2002 report, which is included in the supporting
documents, be filed with the County Office of Education.

. Approve Adult Education Program Offerings for 2002/2003 (Dr. Mason)
The Adult Education schedule of course offerings for the 2002/2003 school year is presented
to the Board for approval. The courses offered include: English as a Second Language;
Citizenship; Computers; General Studies; Upholstering/Basic Techniques; Basic Education for
the Mentally Handicapped; Health and Physical Activity for Older Adults; Creative Writing for
Older Adults; and Parenting. The supporting documents contain the complete schedule, listing
the day(s), time, location, whether or not credit is given, and if a fee is required.

Administration recommends that the Board approve the 2002/2003 Adult Education Program
offerings.
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Approve Purchase of 25 Optiplex 240 Computers and 35 Microsoft XP Pro Licenses for
Mira Loma Middlie School (Mr. Duchon)
Mira Loma Middle School requests the purchase of 25 Optiplex 240 computers with a Pentium
4 Processor, 1.8 GHz, 512 Cache, INT NIC and Sound. Funding for the equipment will
come from the IUSP (Immediate Intervention/Underperforming Schools Programs) and
will be purchased on the Western State Contracting Alliance Program Contract #92-00151.
Board policy requires that purchases in excess of $12,000.00 be presented to the Board for

approval.

Administration recommends the Board ratify Purchase Order #43575 in the amount of
$27.954.36 (including tax) for the purchase of 25 Optiplex 240 computers and 35 Microsoft XP
Pro licenses for Mira Loma Middle School.

Review and Act on Timely School Facility Matters

1. Adopt Resolution No. 03/07, New Construction Eligibility for High School No. 3 (Mr. Bowers)
In March 2002, the Board approved a resolution that would allow the District to use
elementary eligibility for building High School No. 3. The Office of Public School
Construction (OPSC) has changed the requirement and now needs a resolution explaining
how the elementary students will be housed. Resolution No. 03/07 meets that requirement
and it is necessary to submit the Resolution to OPSC prior to the State Allocation Board
Meeting on September 25™.

Administration Recommends the Board Adopt Resolution No. 03/07, New Construction
Eligibility for High School No. 3.

2. Review and Act on Other Timely School Facility Matters (Mr. Duchon)
Due to frequent changes taking place in facility improvement programs, items that require

ATTACHMENT C

. At the election meeting, a candidate must be nominated from the floor by an authorized
representative delegate.

. A candidate must be a citizen and, if nominated to represent a Supervisorial district, must reside
within that Supervisorial district. A candidate for Member-At-Large may reside anywhere in
Riverside County.

. A candidate may be nominated for both a Supervisorial district and for member-at large. However, a
candidate who is subsequently elected to both positions must accept the Supervisorial district
position.

. A candidate cannot be an employee of the County Office of Education, a school district, or a
community college district. However, any member of the governing board of a school district, or
community college district, in the same or any other county, who is otherwise eligible, may
simultaneously serve as a member of the county committee.

. An authorized representative delegate may cast one vote for each vacant position.

Dunn, and Mr. Michael Rodriguez. He noted that Ms. Yvonne Girard withdrew
her name from the election; Trustee Area 3, Ms. Mary Burns, Incumbent; and
Trustee Area 5, Mr. Sam Knight, Incumbent, and Mr. Timothy Liebaert.

The Superintendent indicated that a scheduling conflict prevented the School
Resource Officer from Rubidoux High School from attending the Board meeting
and that both School Resource Officers would be introduced at the next meeting.

The Superintendent stated that with next week marking the one-year anniversary
of the terrorist attacks on our country, he is requesting the adoption of a
resolution in remembrance of this event.  He noted that schools would be
observing a “Moment of Silence” on this date and participating in a number of
patriotic activities to remember those who lost their lives one year ago. The
Superintendent also indicated that the week of September 6-14, 2002 has been
proclaimed “American Character Week” to recognize democratic and
humanitarian principles.

HEAR SUMMARY
REPORT ON CE-CERT
AND SCAQMD AIR
QUALITY STUDIES

Dr. David R. Cocker III, Principal Investigator of the Bourns College of
Engineering Center for Environmental Research and Technology (CE-CERT)
provided a summary of the Mira Loma Air Quality Study that was conducted in
the fall of 2001. He briefly reviewed a few of the conclusions from the study:
(1) The outdoor particulate air quality within the Mira Loma area is poor. (2)
The major source of PM 2.5 in the area is from long-range transport from Los
Angeles and Orange County mixing with the large ammonia sources from the
agricultural preserve. (3) The increased number of warehouse and distribution
facilities in the Mira Loma area appears to have a negligible impact on PM 2.5
pollution in Mira Loma. (4) Approximately 47% of the pollutants outside the
homes are transferred to within the homes. (5) Indoor particulate levels were
also found to be high within the homes. (6) The HVAC system at Jurupa Valley
High was effective at filtering particulate pollution. (7) Gas-phase toxics were
found to be much higher within the homes than in outdoor air. (8) The PM 2.5
levels in the area are likely to diminish as emissions diminish i response to air
quality efforts and the dairies are displaced by residential, commercial, and
industrial development.
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HEAR SUMMARY
REPORT ON CE-CERT
AND SCAQMD AIR
QUALITY STUDIES
(CONTINUED)

Mr. Mike Nazemi from the SCAQMD presented a Summary of Findings of the
Mira Loma Study, “Analysis of the Impact of Diesel Particulate Emissions from
Warehouse/Distribution Center Operations.”  He reviewed background
information and placed cancer risk cases in perspective to all sources (250,000
in a million), Mira Loma from air toxics (905 in a million), and additional cases
due to trucks/warehouse operations (11 to 90). Mr. Nazemi indicated that
results of the study indicate: (1) increased emissions of diesel PM due to
warehouse operations in Mira Loma cause increased cancer risks; (2) idling time
and truck routes contribute to the magnitude of the risk; (3) Mira Loma has high
cancer risks to begin with, approximately 80% due to diesel emissions (4) diesel
emission from truck routes in and from warehouses/distribution centers can have
a greater impact on residential and high school exposure; (5) the increased risk
could be reduced by 2010 due to fleet turn-over, if diesel risk reduction
strategies are fully implemented to include no-build scenarios, re-routing traffic,
enforcing truck parking restrictions, etc.

HEAR REPORT FROM
CCAE]
REPRESENTATIVE

Ms. Penny Newman, Executive Director for the Center for Community Action
and Environmental Justice, stated that she is present this evening to provide
information for the Board as they consider locations for new school sites. She
presented statistics concerning diesel emissions, toxic substances, and the
impact of agricultural areas on air quality in Mira Loma. Ms. Newman stressed
the importance of locating warehouses further away from where homes and
schools are built and providing appropriate buffer zones between the two,
posting signs against idling of diesel trucks on streets, banning trucks from
parking in the community, and ensuring that homes are built on the area across
from the proposed Elementary School #17 site rather than warchouses. She
reviewed the contributing factors of diesel fumes on the health of children,
which relates closely to school absences. Ms. Newman asked the Board when
considering a location for any school site that they carefully review how close
the site is to freeways and industrial warehouses since it has been demonstrated
that both areas significantly impact the health of children.

Board members participated in a question and answer session concerning the
studies and the information presented by Ms. Newman. Mrs. Burns requested a
copy of an attendance study that was available through Ms. Newman.

The Superintendent opened nominations for CSBA directorships for the
December 4-5, 2002 election with a deadline of September 30, 2002 to submit
nominations. The Board of Education declined to submit nominations for the
CSBA Director-at-Large Asian/Pacific Islander & Hispanic.

HEAR REPORT ON
OPENING DAY OF
SCHOOL

The Superintendent reported that as Team Jurupa plans for the 2002-03 opening
day of school, there is a projected enrollment of 20,560 students, an adopted
budget of $137,691,806, and approximately 944 teachers and 1,013 classified
employees working throughout the District. Summer projects completed in
preparation for school to begin included infrastructure work for data at 5 sites;
sealing, striping, or replacing asphalt at 8 sites; painting projects at 6 sites;
installing lunch shelters at 9 sites; carpeting projects at 10 sites; roofing projects
at 4 sites; removing 2 portables at Ina Arbuckle, installing 1 portable at Jurupa
Middle, and installing nine 24°x60’ trailer units, (16 classrooms at Jurupa Valley
High School and 2 classrooms at Rubidoux High School).

Certificated staff participated in a number of staff development workshops
conducted August 26—September 3, 2002. District level workshops included
Class Size Reduction for new K-3 teachers, and a workshop conducted by Dr.
Fred Jones for new teachers on the fundamental skills of instruction/classroom
management, and motivation. Site-specific workshops included topics such as
continuous school improvement using data to drive instruction, effective
teaching strategies, differentiated instruction, second-year implementation of our
K-12 literacy program, etc.

In terms of student achievement, the District will continue its focus on the
implementation of essential State standards during 2002-2003 with an emphasis
on graduating from Comité; adding benchmark testing at the high school level,
primarily in language arts and mathematics, implementing the IDMS system
across the district; implementing training of all district teachers on strategies
gleaned from RCOE’s Literacy and Alignment Staff Development program;
train all principals and a select group of three or four teachers from each school
on Differentiated Instructional strategies; increase after-school Extended
Learning Opportunities by an additional 25% at all schools; add a 7™ Grade
Mathematics Academy at each JUSD middle school to serve 300 students who
have not gained basic mathematics skills; add a 4™ grade Reading Academy
aimed at serving 300 students who have not gained basic reading skills; revise
the current secondary mathematics program to better differentiate mathematics
curriculum and instruction, and maintain the solid K-6 growth demonstrated
during the past four years on district CRT and State CST, CAT6, and API
measures.

The Superintendent indicated that Board members may coordinate visits to
school sites on the first day of school through his office.

HEAR REPORT ON SAT9

Mr. Gregg Nelsen, Coordinator for Research and Assessment, provided
information on STAR Assessment observations in all student categories,
including test results of the past five administrations (May 1998, May 1999, May
2000, May 2001, and May 2002) of the SAT9. He reported that the elementary
grades have shown more growth on the SAT9 than secondary, whereas, the
primary grades demonstrated more dramatic gains than the upper elementary.
Mathematics has shown the most dramatic improvement followed closely by
language.  These subject areas lend themselves to more short-range
improvement because of the basic skill nature inherent in both areas.
Concentrated and consistent instruction by teachers as well as the adoption and
usage of district content standards have contributed to this improvement.
Though progress with basic fluency is emerging, reading is a more complex
subject and reading comprehension a more complex issue that requires greater
rigor, time on task, higher-level instruction, and additional student experiences.
All students have shown some improvement in the three subjects during the
May 1998 to May 2002 testing period. English Learner students have made
progress during the same time frame, however, there is still ample room for
improvement by all children over the next few years.
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HEAR REPORT ON SAT9
(CONTINUED)

On the California Standards Tests (CSTs), data is available after the third
comparison of California Standards Tests (CSTs) in English-language arts
(ELA) when comparing student’s previous year results (2001) with current year
results (2002). Also, baseline information is available from the initial year of
the CST administration (2000). Data is reported by the percent of students
scoring within five performance levels — far below basic, below basic, basic,
proficient, and advanced. The data indicate that the percent of students
achieving at the highest levels (proficient plus advanced) show improvement in
seven of the ten grades when compared with the previous year. No grade level
declined, although grades four, ten, and eleven remained the same as the
previous year. In looking at baseline improvement (2002 compared to 2000), all
grades from second through eighth showed growth of at least 2% more students
within the top two levels. Significantly, grades four, five, and six improved by
8%, 5%, and 6% more students. The only grade level to decline was the
eleventh grade.

The results of the fourth administration of the Jurupa Unified School District
Criterion-referenced Tests of Standards show improved percent correct scores in
sixteen grade-level or subject areas and decline in eight levels/areas when
compared with the previous year. Kindergarten English-language arts (ELA)
scores topped the 90% correct level and grade one mathematics also reached the
90% level. First grade in English-language arts and kindergarten, second, and
third grade in mathematics averaged over the 80% correct level. The largest
gains in ELA occurred at grade six (+6.5%), grade seven (+4.7%), and grade
one (+4.4). In mathematics, the most improvement was shown in grades one
and seven (+2.4%), and kindergarten (+2.2%). In looking at Social Science and
Science CRT information, average percent correct scores improved in nine of
the ten grade-levels/subjects when compared with the previous year. The largest
improvement was in Economics (+9.5%), World History (+6.1%), and seventh
grade science (+4.2%).

HEAR UPDATE ON
STATE BUDGET

The Superintendent reported that the Assembly finally approved the State
Budget over the weekend. He commented that there are a number of items that
are cause for concern regarding supplemental grants, the deferral of funding and
the impact on the District of approximately $1.1 million in this year’s budget
causing possible cash flow problems. The Superintendent commented that he
would continue to monitor the situation and keep the Board apprised as the
Districts looks for ways to reduce the operating budget without cutting
programs. He also noted that there is once again the possibility of mid-year cuts
with the financial picture for public education continuing to worsen. The
Superintendent remarked that the District now has 45 days from the signing of
the State Budget to revise its figures and present information to the Board for
approval.

President Burns opened the Public Verbal Comments session. There were no
comments from the public.

Mr. David Brostrom introduced himself as a candidate for the 66™ Assembly
District and provided a “Position Paper” on his opinions concerning public
schools.

Board members individually commended the Superintendent for the outstanding
Management Retreat held on August 19 and 20 with keynote speaker, Dr.
Franklin Campbell-Jones, focusing on team building skills.

Mr. Chavez commented that he was honored to receive the class at the Jurupa
Valley High, Rubidoux High, Nueva Vista Continuation High, and Adult
Education Summer Graduation Ceremony. He met with the Superintendent and
Deputy Superintendent last week to discuss issues concerning the School
District, and noted that the Superintendent plans to continue doing this on an
individual basis with all Board members. Mr. Chavez suggested that it is a good
time to consider naming the third high school and he has received a few
suggestions: Camino Real High and De Anza High. He asked that the
Superintendent pose these suggestions to the Citizen’s Oversight Committee for
review. Following discussion concerning the proper process to follow for
naming high school #3 in keeping with the Brown Act, the Superintendent
indicated that he would place on the next Board Agenda a discussion item
concerning the process for naming high school #3, a list of the suggested names,
and whether to include input from the community, parent organizations, and the
business sector.

Mr. Knight indicated his desire to involve community feedback when naming
high school #3. He commended Ms. Lucinda Sheppy, Administrator of Student
and Community Services, for putting together a team of administrators and
inviting Board members to attend a training session held at Rubidoux High
School to learn how to handle a crisis situation. Mr. Knight requested that
letters of appreciation be sent to members of the Citizen’s Oversight Committee
for Measure C Bond Funds, thanking them for their work on this committee, in
particular, Dr. Ed Hawkins, Chair of the Committee. He commended the
Superintendent for his leadership role as chair of the Educational Committee for
the Riverside County Community Action Planning team. Mr. Knight thanked
those members of the community running in the upcoming Board election for
their willingness to participate in public service.

Mrs. Adams reviewed her visit to Rubidoux High School where she was able to
see how students plan their schedules and work with their Guidance
Coordinators. She also attended the New Teacher Reception on August 30 with
approximately 65 new teachers introduced. Mrs. Adams asked to revisit the
topic of school uniforms at the middle school level in order to assist with student
achievement.

Mis. Bumns stated that since the last meeting, she attended the Summer
Graduation ceremony held at Jurupa Valley High School and she felt this was a
positive effort to assist those students that put in the extra effort during the
summer to graduate. She suggested two names for high school #3, Glen Avon
High School or Barranca High School. Mrs. Burns commended Ms. Penny
Newman for her presentation this evening regarding health issues relating to air
quality. In addition, she thanked CE-CERT and the South Coast Air Quality
Management District representatives for their presentations as well. Mrs. Burns
noted that with this important information, the Board would be able to make
logical and informed decisions regarding health issues for children.
