6. Adopt Resolution #2006/22, Authorization to Conduct Surplus Sale (Mrs. Lauzon)
Throughout the year, the warehouse accumulates surplus items throughout the District that
are old, obsolete, non-repairable or uneconomical to repair. A list of such items is included
in the supporting documents.

Education Code Section 17545 states that the governing board of any school district may
sell for cash any personal property belonging to the district if the property is not required for
school purposes, or if it should be disposed of for the purpose of replacement, or if it is
unsatisfactory or not suitable for school use. The board shall sell the property to the
highest responsible bidder. Education Code Section 17546(a) allows that items, whether
one or more, which do not exceed a value of $2,500 may be sold at private sale without
advertising. Section 17546(b) allows that any items having previously been offered for sale
pursuant to Section 17545, for which no qualified bid was received, may be sold at private
sale without advertising; and Section 17546(c) allows that property of insufficient value to
defray the cost of arranging for a sale may be either donated to a charitable organization or
disposed of in the local public dump. The list of items included in the supporting
documents exceeds $2,500 in value. Administration recommends the Board approve
Resolution #2006/22, Authorization to Conduct Surplus Sale. Administration further
recommends that the Board direct the Director of Centralized Support Services to dispose
of the unsold items pursuant to Education Code Section 17546 either by private sale,
donation to a charitable organization or disposed of in the local public dump.

* 7. Affirm Decision to Approve Out-of-State Travel Request for NSF Conference  (Dr. Jindra)

Dr. DeWayne Mason has been asked to attend the National Science Foundation Math and
Science Partnership Conference. The conference will be held in Washington, D.C,
Sunday, January 29, 2006 through Tuesday, January 31, 2006.

~ B. Approve Submittal of Part Il of the 2005-2006 Consolidated Application -
Blueprint for Learning Point 1: Focus Fiscal Resources (Ms. Moreno — 5 Minutes)

The Consolidated Application is a declaration of our intent to apply for 2005-2006 funding for
nine categorical programs. Part | was approved by the Board of Education on July 5, 2005
and submitted to the State Department of Education. For 2005-2006, the funding for these
programs is reported in Part Il of the Consolidated Application in the total amount of
$13,466,615. This figure represents $11,317,089 in federal funding and $2,149,526 in state
funding. A copy of Part Il of the Consolidated Application is included in the supporting
documents for Board members.

The three program entitlements covered by state funding include: Economic Impact Aid,
$2,034,126--supplement for the English Learner program; Peer Assistance and Review (PAR),
$33,283--allows exemplary teachers to assist other teachers who need help developing their
subject matter knowledge and teaching strategies; and Tobacco Use Prevention Education
(TUPE), $33,283--support tobacco prevention education in grades 4-8.

The six federal program entitlements are also a part of the application. The Title | (Basic
Grant) program is designed to provide supplemental funds for underachieving students at
schools with a high concentration of poverty. Title Il (Teacher Quality) is designed to prepare
and recruit high-quality teachers and principals. Title II (Technology) provides staff
development funding to assist teachers in using technology to support academic achievement
through standards mastery. Title lll (LEP) is to ensure that all limited English proficient (LEP)
students attain English proficiency and meet the same challenging state academic standards
as all other students. Title IV (Safe and Drug Free Schools and Communities) provides
support of school- and community-based drug education and prevention programs. Title V
(Innovative Strategies) provides counseling and library services.

The federal 2005-2006 funding allocations are as follows: Title |, $7,713,866; Title Il (Teacher
Quality), $2,101,095; Title Il (Technology), $293,675; Title M (LEP), $875,876; Title IV
(SDFSC), $173,360; and Title V (Innovative Strategies), $159,217. The School Improvement
(S1) funding is now included as part of the AB825 School and Library Improvement Block Grant
and not reported on the Consolidated Application.

In response to the requirements of No Child Left Behind (NCLB), the district was required to
submit a Local Education Agency Plan (LEAP) that is linked to the state adopted goals and
accountability system. Our district's LEAP was approved at the June 2, 2003 Board meeting
and our LEAP addendum at the July 5, 2005 Board meeting. This plan outlines how state and
federally-funded initiatives are aimed at improving student achievement and work in tandem in
order to have the greatest impact.

Part Il of the Consolidated Application also contains reporting on teacher quality requirements
under NCLB. School level “Single Plans for Student Achievement” describe how these funds
will be spent. Any new funds received for this year must be used for the purposes described in
each school’s plan, or changes in priorities must be amended and approved by the School Site
Council and submitted to the Director of Categorical Projects.

Administration recommends that the Board approve submittal of Part II of the 2005-2006
Consolidated Application.

C. Approve Purchase of Laptops for Professional Development  (Mrs. Lauzon -5 Minutes)
Blueprint for Learning Point 1: Focus Fiscal Resources & Step 4: Assess

The Education Technology Department is requesting approval to purchase 16 Dell Latitude
D610 laptops for use in a variety of district professional development settings, including
professional development opportunities for use and implementation of DataDirector, AB 466
Math and Language Arts, and DynaPortal. The laptops will provide the hardware, wireless
capabilities, and computer technology access needed to support the ongoing professional
development programs in accordance with the District’s Local Educational Agency Plan
(LEAP) goals. The laptops will be located at the Training and Support Service Center in Room
4. Ms. Paula Ford will be responsible for the technology staff development that the laptops will
be used for. The total cost of the purchase is $29,166.29. This equipment will be funded
with Title ll, Part A funds.

Administration recommends that the Board approve the purchase of 16 Dell Latitude D610
laptops to support the District’s professional development programs.
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D. Request Authorization for Solicitation of Bids for State Deferred Maintenance Projects
Blueprint for Learning Point 1: Focus Fiscal Resources (Mrs. Lauzon — 5 Minutes)

Administration is requesting authorization to solicit bids for the following projects:

Asphalt Repair — 24 Sites

Camino Real, Glen Avon, Granite Hill, Ina Arbuckle, Indian Hills, Mission Bell, Pacific Avenue,
Pedley, Peralta, Rustic Lane, Sky Country, Stone Avenue, Sunnyslope, Troth Street, Van
Buren, and West Riverside Elementary Schools; Jurupa, Mira Loma, and Mission Middle
Schools; Jurupa Valley, Patriot, Rubidoux and Nueva Vista High Schools, and Education
Center.

Estimated cost for asphalt repair at 24 sites is $225,000.00.

Roofing - 5 Sites

Ina Arbuckle and Sky Country Elementary Schools, Nueva Vista Continuation, Jurupa Valley
and Rubidoux (1000 & 1200 wings) High Schools.

Estimated cost for roofing at 5 sites is $525,000.00.

Painting - 5 Sites

Ina Arbuckle (trim & doors), Mission Bell (partial) and West Riverside (trim & doors)
Elementary Schools, Jurupa (complete) and Mira Loma (complete) Middle Schools.

Estimated cost for painting at 5 sites is $325,000.00.

Stucco — 1 Site

Sky Country Elementary School (2 buildings).
Estimated cost for stucco at 1 site is $125,000.00.

Flooring - Districtwide

Estimated cost for flooring districtwide is $100,000.00.
These projects will be paid for from State Deferred Maintenance funds.

Administration recommends that the Board authorize administration to_solicit bids for asphalt
repair at 24 sites, roofing at 5 sites, painting at 5 sites, stucco at 1 site and flooring districtwide.
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E. Request Authorization for Solicitation of Bids for Williams Settlement Projects
Blueprint for Learning Point 1:_Focus Fiscal Resources (Continued) (Mrs. Lauzon - 5 Minutes)

Senate Bill 6 established the School Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program and the
Emergency Repair Program. The funding under the program was available to schools
identified by the California Department of Education ranked in deciles one, two and three
based on the Academic Performance Index. Under the School Facilities Needs Assessment
Grant Program, each eligible school received funding in the amount of $10.00/pupil, or a
minimum of $7,500.00, to perform a one-time facilities assessment. Jurupa USD received
$130,490.00 from the State under the grant program for the assessment.

In November 2005, Golden State Facilites Services completed the one-time facilities
assessment and identified several deficiencies which have either been repaired, will be
repaired during renovation/modernization, or will be repaired through the competitive bid
process. The district will apply for reimbursement under the Emergency Repair Program,
although there is no guarantee that the State will reimburse districts for the cost of repairing
building systems or structural components. The Assistant Director of Maintenance has already
submitted requests for reimbursement to the State for other work already completed.

Administration is requesting authorization to solicit bids for the following projects:

Window Frame Replacement — Glen Avon Elementary

Estimated cost for window frame replacement is $80,000.00.

Playground Matting Repairs - Districtwide

Estimated cost for playground matting repairs districtwide is $60,000.00.
These projects will be paid for from Routine Maintenance funds.

Administration recommends the Board authorize administration to solicit bids for window frame
replacement at 1 site and playground matting repairs district wide.

F. Approve Procedure for Students Not Passing the California High School Exit Exam -
Blueprint for Learning: Accountability (Dr. Jindra — 10 Minutes)

In 2005 California enacted a state law that prohibits districts from giving diplomas to students
who did not pass the California High School Exit Exam. This will be the first year that the law
will affect a graduating class. Jurupa, like all districts in California, has been reviewing student
data to determine the number of students that have not passed the required exit exam. The
District is currently assigning those students to special instructional labs and individual
instruction to assist them in developing the skills necessary to pass the exam.
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F. Approve Procedure for Students Not Passing the California High School Exit Exam -

Blueprint for Learning: Accountability (Continued) (Dr. Jindra — 10 Minutes)

The Districc CAHSEE Adhoc Committee, made up of parents, students, teachers and
administrators, met three times, (November 16, 2005, December 7, 2005 and January 10,
2006) to review data and determine options for students that do not pass the CAHSEE but
have met district course graduation requirements. The committee recommends that students
who have met all district graduation requirements of 220 credits or fulfilled IEP certificate
requirements, but have not passed both sections of the CAHSEE:

Be granted a certificate of completion

Be allowed to participate in senior activities including graduation ceremonies

Have options available to them to work on passing the CAHSEE following the end of the
school year and then be awarded a high school diploma upon meeting the state
requirement of passing the CAHSEE.

Administration recommends that students who have met all district graduation requirements of
220 credits or fulfilled |EP certificate requirements, but have not passed both sections of the
California High School Exit Exam be granted a certificate of completion; be allowed to

Ms. Kim Johnson supported building the stadium at Rubidoux; keeping Rubidoux at its
original site on Opal Street; and making Rubidoux a comprehensive high school with
extra-curricular activities.

Mr. Stephen Anderson and Ms. Betty Anderson asked the Board to ensure that new K-8
schools are built on adequate acreage as per state standards.

Ms. Tricia Townzen talked about how confusing it is for students and parents when
they don’t know which school their students will be graduating from.

Ms. Cathy Barnes commented that there was poor planning on the part of the District
when Rubidoux was moved to the new high school campus.

Ms. Alyson Barnes, student, asked for a quick decision on what is going to happen with
Rubidoux and the new high school next year because students are suffering.

Ms. Janice Vigil, Ms. Betty Stinson, and Mr. Brian Kantner said that the Board has
failed if they do not open a third comprehensive high school as was promised in the
school bond measure that was passed by voters.

Mr. David Barnes spoke positively about Rubidoux High and the fact that it has
produced outstanding graduates such as Assemblyman Duncan Hunter.

Mr. Cook Barela said that students are proud to be Rubidoux graduates as are his five
daughters; the District does need a third high school and it is needed now.

Mr. Jose Guillin supported opening Rubidoux as a comprehensive high school and
preventing developers from continuing to build too many homes.

The Superintendent explained how the District arrived at the decision to move
Rubidoux to the Patriot campus and Mission Middle to the Rubidoux campus while
both campuses underwent modernizations. He reviewed the work of the Blue Ribbon
Committee to develop successful programs for the Rubidoux campus; how the academy
concept was developed, and how projected enroliment at the secondary schools has
increased. The Superintendent also discussed preliminary plans with Riverside
Community College to begin an early college program on the Rubidoux campus for
interested students and a health and public safety academy. Recruitment for the
academies would occur over the next six months, and the recommendation of staff is to
open two academies beginning next school year, with Rubidoux High opening as a full
comprehensive high school the following year.

Dr. Susan Jindra, Assistant Superintendent Education Services, and Mr. Paul Jensen,
Director of Secondary Education, provided a Power Point presentation on the two
academies being planned for Rubidoux High as well as distributing brochures on the
academies for the Board to review.

Following discussion, the Board through a consensus decision approved pursuing
Option 2, beginning two academies on the Opal Street Rubidoux High campus, the
Early College Program and Health and Public Safety. Patriot High School will serve
as Rubidoux High School for two years (2005/06 and 2006/07) while Rubidoux High
School is being renovated and open as Patriot High School in the 2007/08 school year.
Rubidoux High School will open as a comprehensive high school with academies in the
2007/08 school year. Small Learning Communities will open on the Rubidoux High
School Opal Street campus as an annex to Rubidoux High School next year and both
schools will operate as Rubidoux High School for the 2006/07 school year. Mrs. Burns
asked that staff move quickly on establishing boundaries for the three comprehensive
high schools to eliminate confusion on which campus students will attend and graduate

from.

High School.

Dot Let the Lottery Hoax Confuse You. Lottery funds are a myti. When the Lotiery was
first proposed, 2 few honest legislators told us the schools would not net anything and
that proved correct. Advocates just wanted the illusion that children would benefit so the
pmp@seﬁ jottery would receive a favorabie vote. With no guaa*ameed hase to which lottery
funds would be added, the State estimated what the i ottery income would-be for schools
and deducted it from the state funding allocation. So we then received the same total
income as what we would have had anyway. Tragically, the public percepiion was created,
and still exists, that we have a bonanza of lotiery funds. The blunt tyuth is that schools
receive the same total financial support, but part is now called Lottery Fund income, it has
restricted use and it requires special accounting. The California Lotiery stands as one of
the greatest hoaxes ever perpetrated on California voters.




CONSIDER ACTION ON PUNITIVE STATE FUNDING

A Definition: California schools are a National interest, a State responsibility, and are
locally administered by about 1,000 school districts.

Background: Priorto enactment of Proposition 13, about80% of schockdistrict funding.
came from local property taxes. There was substantial inequity among districts because

of large differences in the wealth of communities, defined as the ratio perty-ta
student. Some districts in Kern County had vast fields of oil wells producing taxes.
Wealthy communities like Beverly Hills had so much propertyva}mef-st ent-the
provide generous school funds for each pupil at very low tax rates. In stark contrast,
districts composed of mostly low wealth residential property such as Jurupa, Baldwin Park
and Lawndale were unable o offer good teacher salaries or minimal support programs and
services, even with very high local property tax rates.

BPOSETR- a8

Proposition 13: This totally revised the funding mechanisms for school districts. State
funds were allocated to cover about 80% of general school operations, with local taxes
covering about 20%. This created what became known as the Golden Rutle, "He Who Has
The Money Rules.” The reversal in the proportion of funding from the state was paralleled
by a great increase in state legislative decisions encroaching on what had been the
domain of local school boards.

The Current Status: Check out the figures and you will find your Jurupa Unified School
District is shorted several million dollars per vear in General Funds by receiving less than
the average state funding per pupil. Obviou sly, it some districts receive several million
less than average, others must be receiving several million more than the siate average.
This problem has existed since Proposition 43 but it used to be even worse.

In a landmark case, a public service lawsuit was filed about 1968 on behaif of a Baldwin
Park student named Serrano against the State of California, represented by lvy Baker
Priest, the state Treasurer. Serrano vs Priest resulted in a judgment that said, in effect,
unequal funding was discriminatory and punitive for students in school districts which
received less state support than others. However, when the final decisions were made
about 1972-73 there was @ variance of $100 from the initial equalizing figure due to
inflation. The judge allowed this temporary variance until the State could complete
equalizing afl districts because it would be "substantial comptliance.”

As a result of Serrano vs Priest, the State did some adjusting. Jurupa enjoyed a significant
jurnp in state fiscal support in the seventies because we were underfunded far more than
the $100 per pupil differential. But the State obligation to equalize funding has never been
realized in spite of much talk. i we continue to lose $100 per student each and every year,
that would be $3,000 per classroom of thirty students. Count the classrooms, multiply by
$3,000 and you will realize why you have a difficult time providing top salaries for teachers
and the range of services and programs you dream about. This problem is pernicious
bhecause it happens over and over every year. The $400 difference in annual per pupil
underfunding grew over the years to $300 in a subsequent court case, and now may be as
high as $700 per pupil. That would compute to a 0SS of $21,000 per JUSD classroom
every year. Wouldn't that help with your current negotiations and other needs?

There are situations which make it
desirable for a family to select a school outside of the attendance area designated for their
residence. As such, we offer this transfer opportunity through the Open Enrollment
process.

Although we are experiencing considerable enrollment growth at most of our schools,
once again this year parents may choose to have their children attend a school other than
the school of residence, provided there is space. After reviewing data on projected
enrollment for the new school year, the District staff determines how many transfer
spaces are available at each school. You may find that some schools are unable to
accommodate new students because of student growth; others have a few spaces, while
others can accommodate a number of transfer requests. If there are more requests for
transfers to a particular school than available spaces, district policy requires the use of a
random selection procedure.

If you wish to have your child continue to attend the school serving your residence, you
do not need to notify the school. Students currently attending a school on an open
enrollment transfer need not complete a new application for the 2006-2007 school year
unless they are moving up to the 7th or 9th grade, and the school of residence is different
than the school which they wish to attend. If you wish your child to attend a school other
than the one he/she 1s currently attending, please follow the instructions on page three.

Your involvement in your child's education is one of the most critical factors in his/her
school success. [ urge you to visit your child's school and talk to the staff; volunteer

when you have time and join the PTA or other parent organization.

New 7" and 9™ graders who wish to attend a school other than the school of residence must apply for a transfer.

If you are anticipating a move, which will change your school of residence, and you wish your child to remain at the present school, you must
apply for a transfer.

Secondary students may receive transfers during Open Enrollment, however, it is difficult to obtain a transfer in September because of schedules,
and possible credit loss.

Program Options in the District:
A variety of programs are available in the Jurupa Unified School District. A description of each program is provided below. The directory
pages that follow list which programs are offered at each school site.

Special Education — Programs and services arc available at each school for students with exceptional needs. Enrollment in these classes will be
based on Individualized Education Prograr ; placement and space ave:iability.

School Improvement — This state-funded program supports and guides schoolwide tmprovements to help meet the needs of all students and is
offered at all elementary and middle schools.

Title /EIA — These state and federally-funded programs serve grades Kindergarten through eight for students who need additional academic
support in the areas of reading, language, or math and are available at specific schools.

Structured English Immersion Program — English language learners (ELL) receive direct instruction and materials in a Structured English
Immersion Program that includes content-based English Language Development (ELD). This English language development is given primary
language support by authorized teachers and/or tutors.

Gifted and Talented Education (GATE) ~ This program serves cligible students in grades kindergarten through twelve at each school, who have
been identified as gifted and talented.

Title IV ~ These federal funds assist cach school (K-12) to provide prevention of drug, alcohol, and tobacco use, carly intervention, referral or
rehabilitation as necessary. '

Title VI Innovative— These federal funds assist the school in purchasing library books and instructional materials and also provides counseling
for each clementary school through the Youth Service Center of Riverside. Crisis counseling, classroom presentations, and conflict management
is available to students one day a week.

Class-Size Reduction — This state program for grades K-2 allows all elementary school to reduce class size to 20 pupils per classroom.

Instrumental Music/Elementary — Three instrumental music teachers provide band instruction at each elementary school, each week.

Tobacco Use Prevention Education (TUPE) — State funding for tobacco-specific student instruction, reinforcement activities, special events and
cessation programs for students in grades 4-8.

10" Grade Counseling — This state program provides funds to assist in providing counseling and guidance services to high school students.

Elementary Counseling Program — Through the use of a model student assistance program and life skills training, students and families receive
an array of services at the school site. The program also links parents and students to other needed services in the community.

AsCent (middle schools) - Staff from YMCA and Parks and Recreation Department work with school staff to plan and implement an after
school program which includes clubs, homework assistance, tutoring, sports and speakers.
