Adopt Revised Student Discipline Handbook (Mr. Duchon)
Included with the supporting documents for Board members is a copy of the September
2006 revision of the “Student Discipline Handbook.” This handbook serves as the
District’s official Board Policy for matters of student discipline. Each time the handbook
is revised, it is necessary for the Board to adopt the new revision. This revised edition
is current with new legislation that pertains to student discipline matters. A copy of the
handbook is provided to all certificated staff members per their contract. Additionally, a
copy of this handbook is provided to parents whenever a student is recommended for

expulsion by a school principal. Administration recommends adoption of the 2006-2007
“Student Discipline Handbook.”

The Federal Child Nutrition Reauthorization Act of 2004 mandates that each school district
participating in the National School Lunch program or the School Breakfast Program adopts
a districtwide school wellness policy by September 2006. The District established a
Wellness Policy Committee in March; they authored Board Policy 3550, Wellness Policy.
This policy meets the required mandate and addresses the link between student health and
learning and promotes healthy eating and physical activity for district students.

The 2006/2007 school year will be the eleventh year of the District's Class Size Reduction
Program (CSR). Last year, the District reduced class sizes in kindergarten, first, second
and third grades. The application, included in the supporting documents, is to operate 313
reduced classes, with a total estimated enrollment of 6,227 students. Funding for the CSR
Programs has increased this year from $967 to $1,024 per student, resulting in a total
estimated allocation of $6,376,448.

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F. Grant Temporary Construction Easement {o O'Malley Engineerina Corporation for

59'" Street Road Improvements (Mrs. Lauzon — 5 Minutes)
Blueprint for Learning Point 1: Focus Fiscal Resources

O’Malley Engineering Corporation is requesting a temporarg/ construction easement along
59" Street, near Pediey Elementary School, to extend 59" Street as conditioned by the
County of Riverside. The street improvements will consist of road improvements to include
paving, the construction of curb, gutter and sidewalk along the south side of 59" Street and
the construction of a three foot wide shoulder along the north side of 59" Street.

The construction will not disrupt any part of the Pedley School Property inside the school
fencing. The District will be required to grant a permanent easement to the County of
Riverside so that the street improvements can be maintained by the County. A map
showing the easement area is included in the supporting documents. The term of the
temporary construction easement will be from September 6, 2006 through August 31, 2007.
