Information about the start of school on August 6th:

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic the Jurupa Unified School District Board of Education has
voted 5-0 to begin the fall classes with distance learning or what is called online or virtual
classes. This means that students will receive their instruction online and not in-person at
school. While students will be required to receive instruction every day, they will do so at home.

Who will deliver the instruction? Students will be taught by the same classroom teachers who
regularly teach in our district.

Will students be required to attend school every day? While students will not physically go to
school, they will be required to attend daily on a computer. They will receive daily lessons,
classwork, reading, and regular instruction each day.

How will students interact with their teachers? Teachers will provide daily instruction that
includes synchronous interaction, meaning that student and teacher will communicate with each
other at the same time in lessons, discussions, and projects.

Will students be required to attend? Yes, attendance will be required and the teacher will take
roll each day/period.

What curriculum will be used? Teachers will utilize the district’s Units of Study, textbooks and
instructional materials.

How will I know how my student is doing? Teachers will assign work, assess student progress
and issue grades just as they do with in-person instruction.

Will school have regular school hours? Yes, school will have regularly scheduled hours daily.
Will this online instruction be the same as it was in the Spring? No. In the spring, student work
was not required or graded and students participated voluntarily. This program is required daily
much like a traditional in-person school. Students will receive grades and/or progress reports.

Debido a la pandemia de COVID-19, la Junta de Educacién del Distrito Escolar Unificado de
Jurupa ha votado 5-0 para comenzar las clases de otofio con aprendizaje a distancia o lo que
se llama clases en linea o virtuales.
